As
the name suggests, the eighth
Horrorthon event in our small town of
Sudbury, Suffolk at our very own The
Quay Theatre. We've grown from a single
day of horror classics to a fully-fledged
horror film festival made up of three days
of new features, shorts and classics plus
director Q&A’s, giveaways, food trucks
and more. We're all about seeing movies
on a big screen, in a darkened theatre
with a big horror loving crowd, nothing
beats that communal feeling of watching
a movie together.

If you've already attended previous years,
you already know we cram as many
movies in as possible over the weekend,
you’re not here to relax, it’s a Horrorthon
by name so we’re going to make sure you
watch as much horror as possible. This
means short breaks between movies, we
work on the basis that if you want food
(this weekend, eating is definitely
cheating) so if you want to escape for a
proper meal, you decide which film you



skip rather than us all skipping a movie. We might frown upon it, but
we won't make make you watch every movie, we've provided start
and finish times for each movie, which generally is pretty accurate,
so easy to plan eating breaks, food can be delivered between
movies and the fully licensed Quay bar will be open from the first
movie right through to the start of the last movie each day! We do
now have an extended evening break each day and a dedicated food
truck on site over the weekend, to make some room for food, drinks
and a little conversation. In addition, we have a number of lovely
local businesses supporting the event by offering exclusive
discounts to attendees, so check the back of the programme and
take advantage of as many as you can from morning coffees, pizza
delivery or even a sit-down meal!

This year we've ploughed through something like five hundred
features and shorts to put together this year’s three-day
extravaganza of horror fun and that doesn’t include the classic
movies that came from your voting earlier this year! That’s a whole
lot of horror viewing pleasure made by passionate, hard-working
filmmakers who have ploughed months, possibly years of work to
get their film made. It's incredibly hard work to get financing for any
film, before the actual production starts and the dedication that’s
required from the director right down to every member of the crew
and cast is insane. Whilst it’s a huge honour and buzz to plough
through these movies, it's a painfully tough job to cull those down
to just the nine features and eighteen shorts that you'll be seeing
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this weekend. Huge gratitude to all those
filmmakers that submit their movies, we
wouldn’t have a festival without them.

So get ready for the usual suspects;
witches, zombies, vampires, ghosts, killer

fish, backward hillbillies, mad scientists,
invisible dinosaurs, shape-shifting aliens,
cannibal war veterans, VHS throwback
killers, unstoppable slashers, severed
conjoined siamese twins and much,
much more to guarantee the wholesome,

weekend we're all hoping for! We try and
cover all bases so whilst you might not
like everything, you will find something
you do love and always remember,
there’s no such thing as a bad horror
movie when you’re surrounded by your
favourite, fellow horror loving crowd.
